· Alcohol hand gel
· Drip stand

· Detergent wipes

· Trolley 

3.0 Detailed Action 
3.1(a)
Confirm patient identity as per Trust Policy.

3.1(b) explains the procedure to the patient and gains consent.

Check the patient’s prescription sheet for:

· Full patient details

· Allergy box completed

· Prescribed medication

· Dose 

· Route of administration 

· Start date 

· Any other directions 

· Frequency

3.3
Gather equipment required.

3.4
Decontaminate hands with soap and water and dry thoroughly.

3.5
Apply apron.

3.6
Decontaminate trolley or work surface with appropriate wipe.

3.7
Decontaminate hands with alcohol hand gel.

3.8
Place equipment on trolley.

3.9
Gain access to the PD catheter ensuring the catheter is outside the patients’ clothes.

3.10
Decontaminate hands with alcohol hand gel.

3.11
Remove wrapper from the new bag and check for: strength, volume and expiry date.
3.12
Uncoil tubing and place dial in block.

3.13
Decontaminate hands with alcohol hand gel.
3.14
Open new disinfect cap® and insert into left hand side of organiser.

3.15
Place patient connector into right hand side of organiser.

3.16
Decontaminate hands with alcohol hand gel.

Remove disinfect cap® from the dial.

Unscrew patient connector from right side of organiser and connect to dial.

Hang up full bag and place empty bag on the floor.

Open external clamp on patient line to drain out.

When drainage is complete turn dial clockwise to the next position (●●)

Allow the fluid to flush line for 5 seconds.

Turn dial clockwise to next position (●●●)

When inflow complete clamp patient line.

Turn dial clockwise to end position (●●●●)

Decontaminate hands with alcohol hand gel.

Remove cover from new disinfect cap® located in the left hand side of the block.

Unscrew patient line from dial and apply new disinfection cap.

Remove line from organiser.

3.30
Apply non-sterile gloves.

Check the drained fluid for clarity and volume.

Dispose fluid into the sluice and dispose of empty bag.

Remove apron and gloves.

Decontaminate hands with soap and water and dry thoroughly.

Record volume of fluid drained.
