SCREENING AND MANAGEMENT OF STAPH AUREUS CARRIAGE IN PERITONEAL DIALYSIS PATIENTS

STATEMENT

Screening of renal patients should be done prior to insertion of peritoneal dialysis catheter so as to reduce risk of Staph Aureus infection and then every 3 months.

1. Liquid medium: moisten swab in sterile fluid then swab:
a) Axilla & groin (white swab)
b) Nose (pink swab)
2. Charcoal medium: if present swab PD exit site.

MANAGEMENT OF STAPH AUREUS CARRIER

1. If patient is found to be positive for nasal, axilla & groin. Commence decolonisation treatment.
2. Shower using Hibiscrub for 2 x 5 days and nasal mupirocin for 2 x 5 days.
3. Swabs to be taken after each 5 day treatment leaving 2 treatment free day before each swab.
4. There should be 3 negative swabs.  If any swabs are positive, treatment is restarted.
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
